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Abstract
The management of patients with trophic ulcers and their consequences is difficult not only because it is a recurrent and recalcitrant problem but also because the pathogenesis of the ulcer maybe different in each case. Methodically and systematically evaluating and ruling out concomitant pathologies helps to address each patient's specific needs and hence bring down devastating complications like amputation.

A 25 year old house wife approached with C/O left sole Hypoesthesia and Allodynia  with  non healing ulcers for 3 months since last LSCS. It Started as a blister, which was treated and the blister opened with discharge and resulted in an ulcer. Patient has decreased sensation over foot. She is non-vegetarian. On examination patient her higher mental functions normal, there was Pallor, no pedal edema. Local examination Left sole ulcer measuring 2X3 cm with punched out edges with pale granulation tissue. (MRI showed changes of Myelitis with disc bulges).
On the basis of presenting symptoms of Neuropathic Trophic Ulcer Hypericum 1M started on twice a day along with dressing at our Hospital with Calendula external. Hypericum being the remedy for nerve injury promotes the changes like inhibition of serotonin, dopamine and norepinephrine in the synaptic cleft binding to the GABA-A and GABA-B receptors thereby inhibiting binding of GABA ligands, increasing the density of 5HT-2 receptors in frontal cortex of the brain and inhibition of monamine oxidase and catechol-O-methyltransferase enzyme in the brain thereby allowing more DA to be converted to NE.
