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Abstract

Osteomyelitis is an infection in a bone. Infections can reach a bone by traveling through the bloodstream or spreading from nearby tissue. Osteomyelitis can also begin in the bone itself if an injury exposes the bone to germs. Most people require surgery to remove parts of the bone that have died — followed by strong antibiotics, often delivered intravenously, typically for at least six weeks.

This is a case report of 47 year Male with Chronic Osteomyelitis of distal tibia & fibula with secondary osteoarthritis at tibio-talar joint. Patient had a History of RSA with injury to tibia. Plate was inserted at fractured bone but later removed due to infection and since then he is suffering from osteomyelitis. There is swelling, pain with non offensive white pus and off and on attack of fever with chill. He also had Fatigue, Lethargy and irritability. On Examination wound was open and surrounding induration. MDCT of Right ankle showed changes of chronic Osteomyelitis.
The homoeopathic medicine Acid Flour 30/BD was prescribed on the basis of Totality of Symptoms. Having action on bones and produces caries; Acid flour resembles closely to silicea in suppurative disease of sub acute and chronic nature (Physiological Materia Medica by Burt). The study showed that Homoeopathic medicine work as curative in case of Osteomyelitis by arrest of infection, reducing pain and restoration of function.
